As we always have, PicoEgal will continue to
openly welcome any individual in an egalitarian atmosphere regardless of gender, race, orientation, religion, age or
financial standing.

I no longer have to carry my siddur and humash to shul?

Correct! Temple Beth Am was kind enough to include in our rental agreement the use of siddurim and humashim.
In addition, we will also be supplied with a sefer torah (Torah scroll), an aron (Ark) and a limited number of tallitot
(prayer shawls)

we will no longer be enjoying a delicious Kiddush provided by the generous members of our community?
This could not be further from the truth. Our rental agreement entitles us to space for Kiddush and a tasty pot of
cholent.

1 am going to have to pay membership dues, and present a membership card with ID, secret handshake and
password to attend PicoEgal from now on?

Where on Earth did you hear a ridiculous thing like that? PicoEgal does not require dues, but we will now ask for
annual donations of 0.5% of one’s annual income. This can be donated annually or incrementally throughout the
year.
